Nadiya’s Challenge – Loaded and ready to go!
Four men are on their way to Wiluna WA, with their support crew, to commence a 3,000 kilometre ride on red postie bikes, trekking the inland Canning Stock Route to Darwin – but it’s got nothing to do with delivering the mail!
Expedition organiser Tim (Caveman) Barrot says it’s all about raising money for kids with cancer.

He added “It’s never been done before on postie bikes and is considered impossible”. The Canning Stock Route is one of the longest, most isolated and arguably toughest stock routes in the world.
The men, riding their underpowered motorbikes, will be confronted with extreme terrain, massive sand dunes, heat, physical and psychological challenges, not to mention dangerous wildlife.
Inspiration for the ride – from 15 August (Wiluna WA) to 2 September  (Darwin)– is an 11 year-old, Nadiya Sussmich.  “Sadly Nadiya passed away after a seven-year battle with cancer,” he says. “These kids need activities and positive experiences to ease the pain of their illness, and that’s what we’re going to provide with this big fund-raising trip.”

“We’ve aimed high. This epic journey of blood, sweat and sand will endeavour to raise over $100,000 to support kids with cancer”, Mr Barrot said.
